2. Belt Rd – Dee Dee stated this also was prompted by the change pending to Highway 49 E. 7914 Highway 49 E should be addressed on Belt Rd. There is approximately 3200 feet between 5233 and 5377, and 324 feet between 5377 and 5413. Nobody present from Belt Rd wished to speak. No questions for the 911 Board.

3. South Hyde Rd – Dee Dee stated this road was prompted by a new construction with no available numbers. Other issues found were that 3653 comes before 3636, 3640, and 3644. 3653 is approximately 66 feet from 3629 but was numbered to be 550 feet apart. 3633 comes before 3629. 3714 comes between 3663 and 3685, and before 3710. 3742 comes before 3721. 3721 is numbered on the even side of the road. 3742 is numbered on the odd side of the road. Monica Finn, who resides at 3685 South Hyde Rd, was present and wished to speak. She stated she felt the road was a mess. She stated she has three mailboxes in front of her house and that delivery drivers could never find the right address. She stated there were evens/odds on the wrong side of the road and they were out of order, and also that her house was the last one on the road with a mailbox but there were about 5 houses past hers. She also said that she had a barn with utilities on her property that also needed an address. Stephen Bone, who resides at 3600 South Hyde Rd, was present and wished to speak. He stated he had two businesses at this address and had about 1200 visitors to the location this year. He stated this would cause irreparable harm because all records would have to be updated. He also stated he would have to update his Google listing, which was very troublesome. Bruce asked Dee Dee to explain how long it would take for the address to be changed. She stated it would be checked again to make sure there were no errors and then letters would be sent to residents. She stated there was 45 days from the letter to change the labeling of the address on the mailbox, and the postal service would forward mail for one year. She also stated the updates were sent to Google as well but explained it had to go through their internal reviews before they changed it. Mr. Bone stated he had a business where they had goat yoga, and most of his clientele was from out of town. Faye asked if the numbers were changed if Mr. Bone’s number could be reused, and Dee Dee explained that would create more confusion because one address would be old and one be new, but with the same number. Michael Van Dyke stated the policy was to use a new number range. Jason Head asked if there was any new construction in the area or if there were any 911 calls that had been misdirected. Rachael stated there were no 911 issues that she was immediately aware of. Dee Dee stated there was an application for a new construction, but he has since pulled the application.

Michael Van Dyke asked if Dee Dee could explain the history of why these changes are necessary and how they came about. Dee Dee stated that it was explained to her that when it came about to name all roads and assign addresses, it was determined to address every 50 feet and was assigned to different employees. Since there was no measuring device at the time, such as GPS, it was only each person’s opinion, which differed greatly. As technology changed, there are instruments to use that are more precise. Dee Dee also stated they assumed when this was done that farms would not be sold and divided and addresses were numbered too closely, resulting in the lack of numbers between assigned addresses for growth.
4. Hickory Dr (Springfield) – Dee Dee stated this road was sent to her by dispatch because of an addressing issue. Hickory Dr in Springfield and Coopertown area have address ranges in the 2000’s and both have a mailing address of Springfield. If this road is changed, address changes would also be prompted for Beechwood Dr and Hardy Dr. Other issues found were that 2322 should be numbered on Beechwood Dr. 2501 comes before 2500. 2503 comes before 2502, 2504 is across from 2507. 2507 is before 2506. 2509 comes before 2508. 2516 is next door to 2600. 2515 and 2601 should be addressed on Hardy Dr. Mike Wilhoit clarified that two, possibly, three other roads would be affected by this change and that the subdivision had been there sixty or seventy years. He stated he also looked at Hickory Dr in the Coopertown area, and there are only about 30 houses that would be affected by that change. He asked why readdress the one inside Springfield city limits instead of the one in Coopertown that would affect fewer residents and fewer other roads. Dee Dee stated she had presented both Hickory Dr options to the board a couple of months ago, and the board chose to go with this one because it cleaned up more issues than the one in Coopertown. Mike stated he remembered that discussion but now felt that it made more sense to do the other one. Jason Head stated he agreed and asked what the issues were to be brought to addressing. Rachael and Jason stated they remembered one call, but without checking were unsure. Jason Head asked if the fire chief, Jeff Glodoski, had any issues. He stated that there were no issues he was aware of. Faye asked if something could be done about the names being the same. Dee Dee stated Addressing did not have the authority to change the road name. Rachael explained that when a call is entered in CAD, you can select the city and the right road. The issue here is that the ranges overlap, and both show the community of Springfield, making the decision of which one is correct in an emergency a little harder. Michael Van Dyke asked if there were other issues on the Hickory Dr in the Coopertown area. Dee Dee stated no additional roads would be affected and the only issue was that 2019 was before 2018. Allyson Carneal, who lives at 2322 Hickory Dr, stated there were only 19 homes that would be affected in Coopertown. She stated they had lived at this location for twenty years. She stated there were about 30 homes on Hickory Dr in Springfield, and there is no room to build. She stated her home was one of the ones mentioned that should be addressed on Beechwood, but felt more of her house faced Hickory, and not Beechwood, so it should remain addressed on Hickory Dr. She stated she has had to call emergency services in the past and there have been no issues. Majel Carr, who lives at 2502 Hickory Dr, stated he felt the newer Hickory Dr in Coopertown should have to make the change since it was a newer road. He stated his daughter lived on the one in Coopertown, and there was a lot of confusion. Cheryl Adams, who lives at 2505 Hickory Dr, stated she thinks since the Springfield one was first, the one in Coopertown should have to be changed. She stated she has had to call emergency services and had no problems with being found. Jospeh Chatman, who lives at 2403 Hickory Dr, agreed he did not want his road to change since it had been established so long. He stated he has also called emergency services with no issues. Jerry Collins, who lives at 2602 Hickory Dr, stated he has lived here for forty-one years. He is also opposed to the change.

7. Pleasant Grove Rd – Dee Dee stated this road was initiated by the pending possible change of Highway 76. Issues found were that 1204 Highway 76 should be addressed on Pleasant Grove Rd. 3314 should be addressed on Pinson Ln. 3347 was numbered sharing a driveway with 3351. This house has a separate drive. 3410 and 3414 are across from 3403, 3405, and 3407. 3434 comes before 3424. 3441 comes before 3436. 3451 comes before 3452. 3479 is across from 3504 and next door to 3509. 3530 come before 3525 and is across from 3523. 3553 and 3561 share a driveway. 3640 is before 3639. 3762 was moved after addressing, which caused the address to be off from 3759 across the street. 3853, 3863, 3859, and 3867 all share a driveway. 4095 comes before 4072, 4078, and 4086. 4103 comes before 4100. 4122 is across from 4125. Kim Averitt, who lives at 4086 Pleasant Grove Rd, stated she had lived there for 20 years. She stated she was a senior citizen and knew it would be trouble dealing with social security, doctors, and insurance. She also sent an email, which is entered into record with all other communications regarding the roads discussed in this meeting. She asked for any other options than having to change her address. She also stated she would incur legal fees from updating wills and other documents. Lisa Pinkley, who lives at 4044 Pleasant Grove Rd, asked that those that have problems be changed instead of renumbering the entire road. Michael Van Dyke asked again what prompted the change, and Dee Dee stated it was looked at with the pending readdressing of Highway 76 and all the issues were found. Michael Van Dyke stated it did appear there were a lot of issues on this road.

8. Starks Rd – Dee Dee stated this road was prompted due to an address request at 4805 Stark Rd to build another structure. There is no available number to assign to the building. Other issues are that 4811 comes before 4803. 4804 comes between 4805 and 4807. 4885 is across the street from 4870 and next door to 4869. 5124 comes before 5119. Laura Moore, who lives at 5312 Starks Rd, stated that even numbers are on one side, odd numbers on the other. She stated she did not know of any issues with emergency services. She stated there were century farms on the road and they are proud of their heritage, and there was no reason to readdress the road. Steve Stark, who lives at 5343 Starks Rd, stated he was also representing Stark Farms. He stated the road was named after his grandfather. He felt it was a security issue to change the address, and asked about changing the name on his cell phone. Skylar told him he needed to contact his phone provider. He stated there were three century farms on the road, and none of them were selling. Marla Lane, who lives at 5250 Starks Rd, stated she lived there since 1979. She asked if the only issue was the one house being built. Dee Dee stated that is what prompted it, but they also review the entire road when these things arise. She stated she had never had issues with emergency services finding her when needed and didn’t think it was right to change an entire road because of one house. She stated it was inconvenient and would also cost money. Another subject asked if  “A” or “B” could be added. Dee Dee stated it was frowned upon by the postal service to use those. Kenneth Norman, who lives at 5520 Starks Rd, stated he runs a business out of his residence. He asked if the whole road would be numbered, and it was stated it would. He stated it would be inconvenient and did not want it to be changed, but wanted everyone to be able to be reached in an emergency. Laura Moore spoke again saying she felt it was an issue that a temporary address was issued. Dee Dee explained that the number was only issued temporarily, only so the resident could get started, and it was listed only as temporary. It could not be used as a permanent address. There was quite a bit more discussion between the public, the board, and addressing.
